In their proposals, firms will present information regarding their familiarity with mixed income development to include affordable housing, understanding of the project based on information outlined below, and their development and design proposals for the two parcels, along with their experience with similar projects, staff availability, project approach, and proposed schedules.
Background
Unity Park is an extraordinary community development effort. The City’s goal is to create a holistic plan as part of the 60-acre park development that includes supporting existing residents and the development and preservation of a significant number of affordable housing units as part of the Park development. The Greenville Housing Fund (GHF) is serving as a strategic partner with the City, residents and community stakeholders to develop and implement a comprehensive affordable housing strategy as part of the development of Unity Park.
The Greenville Housing Fund (GHF) is a nonprofit entity under the umbrella of Community Works Inc., a 501(C)3 nonprofit organization and a certified community development financial institution. The Greenville Housing Fund launched in response to findings and recommendations in the 2016 “Balancing Prosperity and Housing Affordability” report commissioned by the City of Greenville. Several months of work with input from key community stakeholders and guidance from a housing trust fund steering committee identified the need for an organization to identify and implement innovative financing for affordable and workforce housing, position itself to land bank key parcels for future development and act as a strategic advocate for housing.
Overview of Work
The designated parcels for this mixed income housing development are located on W. Washington and Shirley Streets (.97 acres) and Meadow and Nassau Streets (.87 acres). Please see the attached site map, development specifications, as well as proposed site plan, that is flexible.
The multi-family developments are to be mixed-income. Some units will be market rate while others will be for those within 60%-100%AMI. 
Development Partner Role 
Development Partner should consider the following roles they will play in the larger development project.
· Equity Provider/Investor.  Will the Developer provide or bring equity to the project?
· Developer, or a Co-Developer 
· If applicable, will the developer consider a Co-Developer relationship with GHF or another entity?
· Ownership Interest
· Alongside GHF, developer may hold short or long-term interest in the asset. Examples of the type of interest, terms or other considerations should be specified in the proposal. 
· Partner in Community Presentations
· Alongside GHF, will present development plans to the community and relevant government entities
Affordable Housing Development Incentives
[image: ]Any affordable housing development or any development that otherwise includes one affordable housing dwelling unit for each four market-rate dwelling units shall be eligible to receive any or all of the Development Flexibility Incentives below.

Selected firms should be prepared to start the project at the time of selection. GHF anticipates completing the selection process no later than July 22nd, 2020.

Proposal Format and Content:
The submittal format should follow the suggested content outline below. The submittal document should be of sufficient detail to effectively present the firm’s proposal and responses to the items requested. Proposals should be as concise as possible without sacrificing clarity.
The content submitted should include the following information, in the following order:
1. Cover Letter, briefly introducing the firm and any proposed sub-contractors, if applicable.
2. Proposed Mixed Income & Affordable Housing Development Plan, containing, at a minimum, the following information concerning the development:
· If construction of dwelling units is to be phased, a phasing plan stating the number of market-rate and affordable housing units in each phase;
· If the affordable housing development plan contains a phasing plan, the phasing plan shall provide for the development of affordable housing units concurrently with the market rate units. No phasing plan shall provide that the affordable housing units built are the last units in an affordable housing development.
· The estimated sales price or monthly rent of each market-rate unit and each affordable housing unit;
· Documentation and plans regarding the exterior appearances, materials, and finishes of the affordable housing development and each of its individual units;
· The exterior appearance of affordable housing units in an affordable housing development shall be made similar to market-rate units by the provision of exterior building materials and finishes substantially the same in type and quality.

3. Anticipated additional deliverables (optional) should be listed and briefly described.
4. Estimated Costs and Fees.
5. 2-3 Work Product Examples showcasing recent relevant projects, along with key contacts and phone numbers, and a very brief description of each project.  At least one (1) project should be located within Greenville or Greenville County.
6. Consultants may submit one original proposal, and one copy via mail or delivery. Electronic proposals will be accepted.
